Delegation of Authority to the Chairman of the Board and the President
to approve the Agency Agreement for Management of certain University
Endowments

Delegate authority to the Chairman of the Board and the President on a
one-time basis approval of the attached Agency Agreement with the
University of Nebraska Foundation providing for the management of
certain University Endowments.

October 23, 1998 — The Board of Regents approved an Agency
Agreement with the University of Nebraska Foundation providing for the
management of the Othmer-Topp Endowments.

Gifts made by will, deed, or other instrument directly to the University,
as opposed to gifts made to the University of Nebraska Foundation,
belong to the University Trust Fund provided for in Neb. Rev. Stat.
Sections 85-123 and 85-123.01. These statutes provide that the
University Trust Fund shall be held and managed in such manner as the
Board of Regents shall determine, and when the funds therein are to be
invested, they shall be invested by the State Investment Officer, subject
to controlling terms of any will, deed or other instrument applicable to a
particular gift.

Accordingly, gifts and bequests made over the course of many years
directly to the University were not placed with the Foundation.
Alternatively, each of these gifts has been pooled for investment
purposes with like funds into University-held pools: the quasi-

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RESOLUTION

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Regents of the University of Nebraska (the "Board") as
follows:

1. The Board hereby finds and determines:

(a) Pursuant to its Bond Resolution dated as of December 1, 1964, authorizing the issuance of
Revenue Bonds by the Board (the "Resolution"), the Board has heretofore issued revenue bonds
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
